1 4x6 family photo  

1 pkg of Pip Squeaks Skinnies Markers 

1 box of 24 Crayola crayons 

3 containers Play-Doh 

2 UHU Glue Sticks - 40g 

1 dry erase marker 

1 eraser 

1 box of Kleenex 

1 box of band aids 

1 box of Large Ziploc bags if your last name begins with A-M 

1 box of Medium Ziplock bags if your last name begins with N-Z 

1 box of Plastic Spoons if your last name begins with A-M 

1 box of Plastic Forks if your last name begins with N-Z 

1 change of clothing – to always have available (socks, pants, shirt, and underwear) in a Ziploc bag. (It will 

stay in their backpack.)

Lunch kits may be used for noon lunches if your child is 

required to stay for lunch. However, we encourage children to go home for lunch, if 

possible, as it is a long day for young children.
